
Ffrindiau’r Goedwig (Friends of the Forest) based in Carmarthenshire, is a newly CIW-registered
bilingual outdoor setting where children are given the freedom to play, explore, and flourish in the
wild. Since connecting with Clybiau Plant Cymru Kids’ Clubs(CPCKC) and support funded through
the CYMell project, this unique setting has gone from strength to strength.  

The Journey to Registration  

Led by passionate owner Maria, Ffrindiau’r Goedwig sought support to navigate the CIW registration
process and goal of offering high-quality, bilingual, outdoor play experiences for children. With
guidance from Clybiau Plant Cymru Kids’ Clubs, Maria and her team received:  

 A £1,000 grant through the CYMell project to help cover costs associated with CIW registration  
 One-to-one meetings with our Welsh Language Childcare Business Development Officer to
discuss the National Minimum Standards, and review their policies and procedures  
 Ongoing advice and reassurance throughout the CIW registration journey 
 Fully funded Playwork training through CPCKC Training and Support Programme

This shows how the power of play, especially in
outdoor, natural settings which supports children
to build confidence, social skills, emotional
resilience, and a love for play.
